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Abstract:

Tufts University is a pioneer in campus sustainability.  In 1990 Tufts developed the first university environmental policy and launched the international  “Talloires Declaration,” now endorsed by 300 higher education leaders worldwide. Tufts leadership continues with bold commitments to regional (New England Governors/Eastern Canadian Premiers Climate Change Action Plan) and international (Kyoto Protocol) goals to reduce emissions of climate-altering gases.  Tufts is also is a founding member of the Chicago Climate Exchange, a voluntary program to trade carbon.  A combination of energy efficiency, renewable energy, and a new electric contract have reduced Tufts’ emissions close to 1990 levels.  In 2005, the Environmental Protection Agency awarded the prestigious Climate Protection Award to Tufts for its efforts.  This poster will describe the university efforts to reduce emissions, investigate new technologies and their applications, and engage students in this effort. 
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
