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Abstract:

The Global Development and Environment Institute (GDAE) is a research institute at Tufts University dedicated to promoting a better understanding of how societies can pursue their economic and community goals in an environmentally and socially sustainable manner.  GDAE pursues its mission through original research, policy work, publication projects, curriculum development, conferences and other activities.  GDAE researchers have produced books, working papers, articles, and research reports on an array of topics including: new approaches to economic theory, globalization, corporate power and civil society, critiques of market-based environmental policies, and energy and climate change policy analysis.  A sample of recent research at GDAE includes: an economic analysis of the proposed European Union chemicals policy "REACH," an analysis of the impact of NAFTA on environmental conditions in Mexico, a critical analysis of the gains from trade liberalization for developing countries estimated by the World Bank, an analysis of the greenhouse gas emissions associated with trade between the US and Japan, and the development of curriculum for teaching economic theory that can incorporate a more realistic understanding of the interactions between economic systems and social and ecological systems.
