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Abstract:

A majority of the most threatened environmental justice communities in Massachusetts are located in the Mystic Watershed. Over the years, a wealth of research in the form of academic papers, student theses and grey literature have been generated about the Mystic Watershed. Both academic and community stakeholders requested access to existing knowledge and identified the need for a searchable, accessible and sustainable database. In light of this, the Mystic Watershed Collaborative (MWC), in collaboration with EcoLinkUp (http://ecolinkup.tufts.edu/) and the Tufts Digital Collections and Archives (http://dca.tufts.edu/), has launched an online database project to collect and store the existing documents related to the Mystic Watershed. The database is designed to be accessible and searchable by the general public and to be sustained over time to include both past and up-to-date research on the watershed. The research database is a direct result of the MWC’s core purpose to envision strategies and catalyze resources of Tufts University and the community to address challenges and opportunities of the Mystic Watershed. The MWC intends to build capacity and infrastructure to support the interest and efforts of stakeholders in the hope of inspiring further research to local action.
