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Abstract: 
Nasopharyngeal carcinoma is a neoplasm with an incidence of approximately 1:100,000 in the North American population. This incidence is 30-50 times greater in southern China (Guangdong province), Hong Kong, Macua, Singapore, Vietnam, Malaysia and Taiwan. Nasopharyngeal carcinoma, when compared to other sites within the upper aerodigestive tract treated at tertiary care medical centers, typically represents only 3% of all presenting cancers. At Tufts Medical Center, because of the high number of Southeast Asian patients seen for evaluation, nasopharyngeal carcinoma represents 15% of all head and neck cancers diagnosed. This presentation will discuss the associated risk factors and the typical presentation for patients with nasopharyngeal carcinoma, the survival of treated patients treated at Tufts Medical Center, in addition to reviewing the multiple research efforts currently underway at Tufts Medical Center.     
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
