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Abstract: 
The Tufts Research Animal Health and Pathology Support (RAHPS) laboratory provides pathology and histology support for investigators working with research animals. A board certified veterinary pathologist trained in the comparative pathology, physiology, health, strain variation, and phenotypic analysis of animals is able to assist researchers at every step of their projects, from model selection, to sample collection, lesion documentation, and interpretation of findings. Services include gross necropsy examination, photodocumentation of lesions, histology by a certified histotechnician experienced in research animal tissues, review of slides by the veterinary pathologist, consultation for pathology study design, review of pathology data and reports, training in pathology techniques, and assistance with clinical pathology needs. The RAHPS laboratory supports the research of Tufts Univeristy and Tufts Medical Center investigators by working with each person to meet individual research pathology and histology needs. 
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
