The saying “Never discuss religion or politicsdead. One only
has to look at the newspaper headlines to seesisgunorality
being debated as political questions. Many faghlitions try to
offer their members guidelines concerning issugsutfic policy
and informing one’s conscience. Responsible cishgnmeans
everyone needs to take voting as a serious ciic du

The American discussion of religion and positalways begins
with “the separation of Church and State.” Thia igreat place to
begin, but not to end. The separation clause megdiggous institu-
tions should expect neither favoritism, nor acaigtrimination.
The separation clause purpose is not to silencestigious voice or
deny a public role for it. The separation clausargnotees the free-
dom for the religious voice to earn its way inte fhublic policy
debate by demonstrating the WISDOM of its teaching.

Many religious traditions and spiritual pagtiess that responsi-
ble citizenship is a virtue and participation ifipcal life is a
moral good. The believer should participate, eaoaling to his/
her position and role, in promoting the common goslifar as
possible, citizens should take an active part iolipdife. Believers
should be guided by their moral convictions ratthan party at-
tachment helping to transform the party rather feathe party
transform the individual.

A believer should have a well informed conscebased on
one’s faith tradition and spiritual foundations.rSoience is a judg-
ment of reason whereby the human person recogttizasoral
quality of a concrete act that one is going to grenf is in the proc-
ess of performing, or has already completed. Ntb feadition or
spiritual paths advocates for single issue voting. always impor-
tant to see beyond party politics, to analyze cagmpehetoric criti-
cally, and to choose political leaders accordingriaciples, not
just party affiliation or mere self-interest.

Many political issues need to be consideretioperly
weighed. Issues like torture, armed interventido another coun-
try, the use of the death penalty, the dignityhef human person,
end of life issues and environmental economic sslibese issues
provide a framework that does not easily fit idgés of “right” or
“left” or “liberal” or “conservative” or any spedd platform of any
political party but these issues do reflect fundarakethical princi-
ples that are common to all people. All faith ttamhis challenge
voters and candidates, citizens and elected dfittaconsider the
moral and ethical dimensions of public policy issue

Every person has the right to participate in sp@abnomic, and
political life and a duty to work for the advancerhef the common
good and the well being of all. Participationlie tvoting process,
which makes our country and communities work, isnaportant
step towards achieving peace and justice fortallman dignity is

respected and the common good is fostered onlyrifan
rights are protected and basic responsibilitiesate Every
human being has the right to life, the fundameriggit that
makes all other rights possible. They also hanigtd to
access those things required for human decencycd-dad
shelter, education and employment, health caréhanding,
family life and freedom of religion. Rights showdbivays be
understood and exercised in a moral framework tbist¢he
dignity of the human person.

While the common good embraces all, those whavaiak,
vulnerable, and most in need deserve prefererdiadarn. A
basic moral test for our society is how we treatiiost vul-
nerable in our midst. In a society marred by degyedis-
parities between rich and poor, some faith tradgicemind
their believers that they will be judged by ourpesse to the
“least among us” or those on the “fringe of society

Building a world of respect for human life adignity,
where justice and peace prevail, requires more jigtrpo-
litical commitment. Individuals, families, business com-
munity organizations, faith and spiritual traditspmnd gov-
ernment all have a role to play. Participation atitizal life
in light of fundamental moral principles is an edsd duty
for all believers and all people of good will.

Believers and members of faith traditions $tidne prin-
cipled but not ideological. Believers cannot conmpise
basic principles or moral teachings. In public,lifas impor-
tant to practice the virtues of justice and chatit are at
the core of one’s spiritual traditions.

A believer, a spiritual person, a person ajaywvill
should seek to foster a renewed kind of politics:
Focused more on moral principles than on the latest
polls;

Focused more on the needs of the weak than onitsenef

for the strong;

Focused more on the pursuit of the common good than

on the demands of narrow special interests;
