Affirmative Action Report

Definitions

You must indicate a race for all candidates.  Also, you must indicate a handicap that is observationally obvious (e.g., amputee), but you should not inquire into the existence or appearance of handicaps.  The following definitions may seem outdated, but these are definitions used by the US government.

Race:

1. Black- Persons having origins in any of the Black racial groups of Africa.

2. Asian or Pacific Islander- Persons having origins in any of the peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian Subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands.  This area includes, for example, China, Japan, Korea, the Philippine Islands, and Samoa.  Indian Subcontinent has been added to this category and deleted from the fifth category.

3. American Indian or Alaskan Native- Persons having origins in any of the original peoples of North America, and who maintain cultural identification through tribal affiliation of community recognition.

4. Hispanic- Persons of Hispanic origin, for example, Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other culture or origin, regardless of race.

5. White- Persons having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East.

Disability Status:

DP- Disabled Persons.  Disability is defined as:

1. a physical or mental impairment which substantially limits one or more of such person's major life activities

2. having a record of such impairment

3. being regarded as having such an impairment

Veteran's Status:

VV – Vietnam Veteran - Persons who served on active duty for more than 180 days, and was discharged or released therefrom with other than a dishonorable discharge, if any part of such active duty occurred in the Republic of Vietnam between February 28, 1961, and May 7, 1975, or between August 5, 1964, and May 7, 1975, in all other cases.  The term also refers to person who was discharged or released from active duty for a service-connected disability if any part of such active duty was performed in the Republic of Vietnam between February 28, 1961, and May 7, 1975 or between August 5, 1964, and May 7, 1975, in all other cases.

DV – Special Disabled Veteran – refers to a veteran who is entitled to compensation (or who, but for the receipt of military retired pay, would be entitled to compensation) under laws administered by the Dept of Veterans Affairs for a disability rated at 30% or more, or rated at 10% or 20% in the case of a veteran who has been determined by the Dept of Veterans Affairs to have a serious employment handicap.  The term also refers to a person who was discharged or released from active duty because of service-connected disability.

NV – Newly Separated Veteran – Is his/her hire date within one year of being discharged or released from active duty?

OV –  Other Veteran - Served on active duty in the U.S. military, ground, naval or air service during a war or in a campaign or expedition for which a campaign badge has been authorized.
