Tufts SCAVMA Travel Grant Guidelines 2010
Award guidelines:
· The Tufts SCAVMA Travel and Externship Grant is funded by the Tufts Student Chapter of the American Veterinary Medical Association.
· The scholarship is awarded to deserving SCAVMA members who demonstrate a strong desire to complete an externship, travel to a veterinary conference, or do any other kind of  relevant veternary-school related travel during their 1st, 2nd, 3rd, or 4th year of school 
· At least twenty scholarships of at least $250 will be awarded in 2010.
· Applications must be submitted by April 5th to Lillian Maselli via email  at Lillian.Maselli@tufts.edu or as a hard copy to Lillian in her office: Room 215 Admin Bldg.
· Recipients will be chosen by the SCAVMA Executive Board in the month of April. 
Applicant requirements:
· Applicant must be a member of the Tufts Student Chapter of the American Veterinary Medical Association.
· Travel must be completed within 365 days of the application deadline.  Travel expenses completed 365 days PRIOR to the deadline will also be considered.  
· Following the conference/externship/experience, the scholarship recipient must submit an essay to The Vet Gazette of SAVMA describing the experience and the impact of the grant on the exchange. 
· Scholarship recipients are ineligible for re-application.   
· Applicant must make travel and accommodation plans PRIOR TO application submission and provide an itinerary for the travel. For externships, the applicant must submit a letter of invitation from the participating veterinary hospital with anticipated dates of the externship. For conferences, the applicant must submit proof of registration for the conference. 
Application Procedure:
Students interested in applying for scholarship funds must submit the following:
· Scholarship application.
For externships, be sure to include local contact information and phone number, and details of the externship (contact person, phone number, location, type of practice). For conferences, be sure to include proof of registration.
· Essay.
Describe in 500 words or less, how this travel experience will impact your future career or veterinary education.
· Estimated budget.
Outline anticipated expenses: travel, lodging, food, etc. Include timeline. 
 
Deadline and submission information:
· Hard or electronic copies of all application materials must be submitted to Lilian Maselli no later than April 5th. 
Scholarship recipients must furnish receipts for necessary travel and accommodations (conference registration receipt, plane ticket, gas receipts, hotel reservation confirmation, etc.) to the SCAVMA treasurer within 30 days after the externship/conference has been completed.
